The following are portions of some of the policiesind in the
Student / Parent Handbook:

Christian Conduet-Students enrolled at CORLHS are
expected to adhere to the basic principles of Glamsconduct
as outlined in God's Word. For these principles, laok to the
Old Testament law of the Ten Commandments and soge
words recorded in Mark 12:30-31, “Love the Lord ydsod
with all your heart and with all your soul and witil your
mind and with all your strength . . .

Therefore, CORLHS expeatkof our
students to conduct themselves according to tHevidhg
principles: be respectful, be restrained, be resjie.

Discipline—When a student at CORLHS fails to follow any of
the set rules of the school, he/she needs to beriglt”. If a
student does not recognize his/her improper behaitineeds
to be pointed out to them. Confession is the fatgp in being
“set right”. Secondly, we expect students to redfentheir
wrongdoing.

IMPORTANT POLICIES

e Shoes must be worn at all times. No open toe shodsss
they are secured behind the heel.
